The Following Items are Prohibited 
 

 1.  Cell phones or any other electronics including music players and videogames 

 2.  Gum, candy or any other food or beverage other than water 

 3. Any clothes other than Homenetmen t-shirts and plain clothes 

 4. No make up or nail polish 

 5. Knives – Only scout who have passed ºñÏñáñ¹ Ï³ñ· (yerkrord karg) can bring 

knife to camp.  Only Swiss Army Knife or small BSA pocket knife is allowed at 

camp.. 

 6. Any Drug or Alcohol is clearly not allowed and if any scout is found with it 

there will be severe punishments.
