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Camp Rules

It is against the rules to be near a tent without the permission of that tent’s
(patrol’s) leader.

It is against the rules to leave the campground

It is against the rules to tamper with or use anyone else’s belongings

A scout must respect all the scout rules, scout orders, and all ranking scouts
A scout must keep the campground clean and organized

The camp dress code

- Scouts can only wear Homenetmen scouting t-shirts to camp

- New scouts may wear plain shirts if they do not have any scouting shirts

- No other exception will be made including shirts with English writing,
shirts from other organizations, colleges etc...

The camp uniform
The camp uniform is the same uniform as the Homenetmen scouting
uniform which includes the following:

- One clean ironed scouting uniform complete with all the necessary
patches, navy blue pants (not shorts) for the boys and Navy blue skirts for
the girls, cream/light brown socks with solid black shoes. Cub scout 2 and
Brownie 2 group members should have navy blue socks.

- Scouting belt, beret and Troop neckerchief.

- Homenetmen Ararat Chapter blue T-shirt i1s mandatory.

It is against the rules for a scout to go to any of the following areas of the
campground without permission;

a. Infrimary

b. Cafeteria & kitchen

c. The activity ranges, pool & lake area

d. Camp storage

e. Another unit’s (miavor) campsite.
It is against the rules to eat or drink anything other than water in your tents.
It is against the rules to be outside your tent or talk after lights out.

It is against the rules to touch the camp supplies including lanterns without the
appropriate permission

It is against the rules to chew gum at anytime during camp
